Today’s Scriptures / S~

Deuteronomy 18:15-20

Today’s First Reading comes
from the Book of Deuteronomy. The word
“Deuteronomy” means the “second law” for it was a col-
lection of laws found in the temple during the religious
reform of King Josiah (c. 621 B.C.) It is not clear when
it was produced, but it seems to have been written hun-
dreds of years after many of the laws that had been given
on Mount Sinai.

Moses is promising a continuity of the prophetic tra-
dition in Israel. God would not leave His chosen people
without the guidance that they needed to walk in the
ways of the Lord.

Typical of many of the passages of the Old Testa-
ment, this prediction came to be understood in a differ-
ent way as time went on. It was seen more and more as a
prediction of a Messiah.

This is one of the reasons why we see Moses in the
Transfiguration, to show that Jesus was truly the fulfill-
ment of the promise the Moses had made.

1 Corinthians 7:32-38

In the Second Reading Saint Paul recommends that
it is better for people to remain single rather than get
married so that they can dedicate themselves to the ser-
vice of the Lord. This is based partly on Paul’s view that
the end of the world was at hand and that everyone
should prepare for it. Therefore, everyone in the com-
munity should be preaching and trying to draw others to
the faith while there was time.

The theology implies that if someone is serving
one’s own family, then that person is not serving our
Lord. The Second Vatican Council proposed another
theology in which virginity and the marriage state were
both seen as valued lifestyles, and God called each of us
to one or the other. Service of family is not anxious,
wasted effort; it is loving service.

Mark 1:21-28

Today’s Gospel comes down from the account of
Jesus’ first day in Capernaum. Scholars believe that
Saint Mark received this information from Saint Peter,
himself, for the latter was an eye witness to these events.

Although this account is short, we hear more than
once that Jesus speaks with authority. We also see an
example of His exercise of authority when He causes an
unclean spirit to come out of a man who is possessed.

The unclean spirit, being a spiritual creature, knows
the truth about Jesus. It is not confused by appearances,
for it recognizes that Jesus is the Holy One of God.

The people are filled with awe. This is a common
reaction to seeing something so wondrous that one can-
not understand it. They do not yet know who Jesus is,
but they already know that something very holy is hap-
pening in their midst.
