S yho d What is a Synod?
‘Synod’ is an ancient and venera-
20721 ble word in the Tradition of the
MM 20273 Church, whose meaning draws
on the deepest themes of Revelation [...] It indicates the path
along which the People of God walk together. Equally, it re-
fers to the Lord Jesus, who presents Himself as ‘the way, the
truth and the life’ (Jn 14,6), and to the fact that Christians,
His followers, were originally called ‘“followers of the
Way’ (cf. Acts 9,2; 19,9.23; 22,4; 24,14.22).
What is Synodality?
First and foremost, synodality denotes the particular style
that qualifies the life and mission of the Church, expressing
her nature as the People of God journeying together and
gathering in assembly, summoned by the Lord Jesus in the
power of the Holy Spirit to proclaim the Gospel. Synodality
ought to be expressed in the Church’s ordinary way of living
and working.
